Supplies:
Thank-you card template with clip art
Construction paper
Scissors 
Glue 
Egg cartons
Pipe cleaners
Paint and paintbrushes
Stickers and assorted decorations 
Tea bags

Print the thank-you card template with sample 
messages and clip art. You can choose a 
horizontal or vertical design. 

1

Fold the construction paper in half.2

Create a 3-D teacup by cutting out a single “cup” 
from an egg carton and then painting it. 

3

Poke two holes in the side of the egg cup and 
insert a pipe cleaner to make a handle. Twist the 
two ends inside the cup to secure it. 
Tip: You may need to cut the pipe cleaner to achieve 
your desired handle length.

4

Staple the completed teacup to the card in the 
center of the template. Then glue or tape to 
front of folded construction paper. 

5

Write a fun thank-you message to your volunteer 
on the inside of the card using the sample 
messages as a guide, or create your own. 

6

Use your creative-tea to decorate the outside of 
the card with clip art, stickers and markers. 

7

Insert a tea bag into the teacup, and you’re ready 
to wow volunteers with your tea-rrific gift!
